Before putting the plate in the table,
mount your router to the plate.

1. Remove the plastic plate from the
bottom of your router. (With the exception of
certain DeWalt plunge routers, which have
thin bases that stay in place.) FIGURE 1

2. Next attach the router to the Mounting
Plate using the four screws provided.
FIGURE 2

3. There are two Brass Plungers in the
Plate, one in a long edge and one in a short
edge of the Plate. FIGURE 3

Once your router is attached, set the Plate
in the table with the Brass Plunger in the
long edge pointing toward the fence.

The fit is adjustable by turning the small
Adjustment Screw next to each Brass
Plunger. Make small adjustments of about
1/4 tumn. The fit in the table opening should
be just snug enough to eliminate side play.

counter-clockwise to tighten the fit,
clockwise to loose it. Both Brass Plungers
should be adjusted.
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LEVELING

The (8) set screws around the
perimeter of the Plate are Leveling
Screws. They are used for setting the
Plate flush to the table. FIGURE 4

The Leveling Screws will start easily
but quickly tighten up, this is normal.
They're design to go in tight to prevent
vibration from causing them to change FIG 5-A
position. However care must be taken Dab of grease

to start them out properly and not to —
cross-thread them.

NOTE: Initial leveling should be done
with just (4) of the Leveling Screws,
two each on opposite ends of the
Plate.

1. Apply a dab of general purpose
grease to the outside of the Leveling
Screw. FIGURE 5-A FIG 6

until it is flush to the top of the Plate. It ———
will take a little effort to get the adust height of 7
Leveling Screw all the way in.

4. By sliding a small block of wood across the seam of the Plate and table, you
can easily tell if an adjustment is necessary. The simplest way to level a plate is
to only use the two screws in each short edge of the plate. Once the short edges
are flush with the table top, adjust the remaining four for support. FIGURE 6
